Our new Church home will
continue to build upon the firm foundations that have
been previously built and allow us create new ministries,
new programs, new opportunities that aim to bring
people closer to Christ and to each other. We want to
build a church home that will work towards fulfilling the
mandate from Christ when He said,

THE NAME OF THE FATHER, SON AND HOLY SPIRIT.

(MATTHEW 28:19).

We are indeed preparing to lay new foundations with
bricks and mortar and they are being laid to provide
the foundations for the greater mission of the Church.
Those sacred buildings will provide many touch points
for stronger and exciting new ministries, new relationships
with the surrounding community and many opportunities
for Orthodoxy in the greater Jacksonville area.
